These 
DVD/LCD all-in-one units are from the world 
class Rosen design team, and combine a 
wide screen monitor with an integrated DVD 
player. Exclusive to Scorpion Automotive, 
there are two products in the range – a 
seven, and a 10.2 inch unit both providing 
stunning image quality from an A-grade TFT 
display.
Other diverse products include the iDrive 
charging iPod adaptor with 100% legal 
interface and a cute hifi product in white to 
match the iPod – a small charger-interface 
with phono lead output for home systems 
– only about £20 to the trade depending on 
quantity.
The strength of Scorpion Automotive is in its 
staff with names recognised throughout the 
industry. On the Electro Systems research 
and development side of the business there 
is Peter Stone and Phil Plumbley plus 
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development input from MD Mark Downing. From 
Scorpion there are a number of key original staff 
who have joined Automotive.
